Surrounded by Easter Joy
Holy Saturday, Easter Sunday, and the entire Easter season or a glorious side of our salvation! Christ has brought us the
victory of everlasting life!? The beautiful fragrant flowers are a sign of Easter joy and the life that comes forth after the dead
of winter. The Paschal candle, located at the ambo, lights the way for the scriptures for Christ continues to speak to us. This
pillar of fire is a symbol that Christ has led us out of death and darkness into his marvelous light. For this reason, the candle
is lit at every baptism and every funeral.
