On February 11, 1858, fourteen year old Ber-
nadette Soubirous, the oldest of nine children 
in a poor family from Lourdes, France, saw 
Our Lady in the first of eighteen apparitions. 
At the grotto of Massabielle, Bernadette saw 
“a small lady in white” who invited her to 
return each day. During the visions the Lady  
communicated a message of Penance, in-
structed Bernadette to dig so that a spring of 
water began to flow, requested that a chapel 
be built there at the grotto, and eventually 
identified herself as “the Immaculate Concep-
tion”. In 1862, the authenticity of the appari-
tions was confirmed by Church authorities. 
Today Lourdes is a place of pilgrimage and 
healing to many faithful, 

Ash Wednesday is the first day of Lent. 
Lent is the forty days (excluding Sundays) 
leading up to Easter. The number forty is 
significant as it refers to Jesus’ forty days 
in the desert prior to beginning his min-
istry of teaching. On Ash Wednesday, 
Catholics and some other Christian de-
nominations receive ashes in the shape 
of a cross on their forehead or sprinkled 
on top of their head. These ashes are 
created from the palms used during the 
previous year’s Palm Sunday Mass. They 
symbolize penance, which is appropriate 
as Lent is a season of penance, and re-
mind us of our own mortality. During the 
Mass, as the priest or lay minister applies 
the ashes, he says “Remember you are 
dust and to dust you shall return.”
