The idea was that the day before Ash Wednesday is the 
final day to eat meats and fatty foods before the penitential 
season of Lent, back when Lenten regulations regarding fast-
ing from meat were much stricter than they are today. Mardi 
Gras ends abruptly at midnight, as Ash Wednesday and Lent 
begin.
