Halloween or All Hollow's Eve is the evening 
before All Saint’s Day. Hallow as in “hallowed be your 
name” (Lord’s prayer) which is an older translation of Holy. 
 
All Souls’ Day  
follows next as the commemoration of all the faithful who 
have departed. November marks the month when we re-
member and celebrate those who have gone before us—
those in the Church Triumphant  (saints in Heaven) and 
those in the Church Suffering (souls in Purgatory).
